7.2 Activities for 2010


7.2.1 Conference – J Bruynius advised that the Association would be involved in the reference committee for a conference being organized by LGAQ in Townsville in October 2010, and would be a branding partner.


There was discussion of the viability of conferences and attendance issues as a result of amalgamation, and the need to consider this as part of discussions around membership fees.  It was suggested that regional professional development sessions might be an alternative to conferences post 2010.  It was also felt that there was a need to consider political supporters and involve in conferences, with members championing the Association within their Local Governments.


The Community Plan regulations would give the Association an opportunity to work with LGAQ with regard to training around these.  The toolkit being developed would also assist.


7.2.2. Regional Clusters – there was discussion about the relationship of the SE Queensland Community Development group and QLGCSA, and the need for regional clusters.  It was suggested that the previous arrangement where committee members took responsibility for a regional area be re-established, with perhaps the Department of Communities Zones being used as the basis for locating regional clusters.  The possibility of linking with ROCs was also considered for regional professional development activities.
